· One of the sits in Arkansas wanted a copy of the spreadsheet; the site can then just enter their numbers and then pass that information back over to us

· David James suggests that we discuss about how the EPA is asking the Science Advisory Board to look at measurements, so now there’s going to be another group of people looking at data. 

· David James also suggest that we present who wen are in the introduction to provide a context for questions from visiting industries (e.g. what we are about and what we are trying to accomplish).

· Also suggested we talk about what Pollution Prevention is and what it means to people; set the stage for getting industry input.
