Zero Waste

Thomas will be working almost exclusively on Zero Waste projects.   A new director was hired, R. Peter Whitikar, as director of the Center for Enviornmental Excellence.   Mr. Whitikar will be assuming many of the duties Thomas was managing in the start up phases of the Austin office.   
ADEQ 

Audree is working on the Arkansas Strategic Energy Plan.  She is working with State agencies that will be entering their utility data into the Energy Star Portfolio Manager. 

She will be giving a presentation to ADEQ’s new employees on its EMS and participation in the State Strategic Energy Plan (StEP).
She is collecting statistics on ADEQ’s energy usage.  ADEQ contracted with a company to help reduce energy.  They have adjusted the building’s HVAC system to get a 31% reduction (over 3 mo. period).  The EMS has reduced use of office paper by 29%.  They have met the StEP targets for energy and paper reductions.
She will be reviewing the Arkansas Environmental Stewardship Award applications soon.  

Her division’s business assistance manager position is open, and it will be held open for a while.
