Carrollton Wins 2010 Pretreatment Leadership Award
Local program shows businesses how to save money and protect the environment
Local governments are helping businesses become more sustainable, save money, and prevent discharges of harmful chemicals into our water supply.   In the Southwest, a consortium of innovative programs known as the Region 6 Pretreatment Association recognized the City of Carrollton, Texas for its leadership in promoting sustainability through cost effective measures. 
The award winning program worked with several businesses that conserved over 91 million gallons/year of water, reduced energy use by 1.3 million kilowatt hours and eliminated 332,000 pounds of hazardous materials.  These reductions save the companies over $500,000 every year.  

The Region 6 Pretreatment Leadership Award is a joint partnership of the Environmental Protection Agency Region 6, The University of Texas at Arlington’s Zero Waste Network, and the Region 6 Pretreatment Association, which includes state and local environmental programs in Arkansas, Louisiana, New Mexico, Oklahoma, and Texas. 
The award encourages local governments and companies in the Southwest to become more sustainable and promote pollution prevention - an approach to environmental protection that encourages facilities to make voluntary changes to their processes to prevent pollutants from being generated.  Pollution prevention initiatives protect the environment and saves companies money and can even reduce the need for regulations.
