Issues/ Activities

Audree noted that ADEQ cannot join NPPR because of a rule regarding membership to the whole organization versus individual membership.

Action Item:  Thomas will bring this up with NPPR to request an expanded

membership definition.

Thomas noted that he is an “at-large” national member and David James is

a regional member of NPPR.  
Susan contributed concepts for upcoming strategic planning session.

Non-profits can now be on the Board.  Thomas suggested that Susan and Chris might want to consider becoming members.  They do have travel stipend but the time is volunteered.  However, the benefits are global networking and exposure to new variety of projects.

Susan will close out the spreadsheet this year to ascertain measurement data.
She is having an engineer review it currently.  The spreadsheet is a kicking off point.  She will use to take P2 results and count them towards State Implementation goals -- SIP.

Audree has become involved with Arkansas water, ISO 14001 EMS and working Green Suppliers.

Lynn described a P2 measure with public health.  A pilot proposal is in development.  She also noted that the upcoming Houston P2 workshop had to be

cancelled as the city is still putting itself back together after the hurricane.

Chris mentioned the Hospitality project that they have been working on.  Two hotels have formed green teams.  David noted that EPA may include hospitality as a focus.  Similar to a sector focus like Hospital for Healthy Environments.

Susan described one of A Nurtured World’s projects called 1 House at a Time,  Rays of Hope.  This is a volunteer group that identifies low-income, and shut-in population to provide the homes with more efficient systems.  They identify the population through Meals on Wheels.  The City of Austin provides some energy saving activities (insulation, weather-stripping, etc.) for certain income levels.  City does makeover with new low energy refrigerators, etc.  The program added rain collection systems and solar panels on roofs – all to reduce high energy bills.
Their first fundraiser is October 11, 2008 in Austin.  
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
