Issue:                The Environmental Protection Agency Region 6's, Creating Solutions for a Sustainable Future: Meeting Challenges and Seizing Opportunities Conference joins the Clean Air Trough Energy Efficiency (CATEE) Conference September 20-23, 2011 in Dallas , Texas. 

Purpose:         This conference will focus on EPA's priorities of  (1) Taking Action on Climate Change, (2) Improving Air Quality, (3) Assuring the Safety of Chemicals, (4) Cleaning Up Our Communities, (5) Protecting Americas Waters, (6) Expanding the Conversation on Environmentalism and Working for Environmental Justice and (7) Building Strong State and Tribal Partnerships. The CATEE portion of the conference will retain it's focus on air quality and energy efficiency and will continue to be convened by the Energy Systems Laboratory, a division of the Texas Engineering Experiment Station, a member of the Texas A&M University System. 

Activities/Actions:        The conference will  feature presentations, key note speakers, panel discussions, interactive sessions and workshops targeting energy companies, local governments, states,tribes, colleges and universities, industry leaders, nongovernmental organizations and other environmental stake holders. There will be off site visits and tours of outstanding examples of green and sustainable building and construction. We plan to invite the Administrator , Lisa Jackson as our keynote speaker on the first day as well as three or four of the Assistant Administrators for panel discussions. There will be other speakers of both a national, regional and local mix. 

A unique feature of this conference will be an "environmental speed dating" opportunity for persons with issues or problems to match up with possible solution providers who can partner post conference to solve problems. We will capture some of these matches and follow up with the parties six to twelve months post conference to determine results and performance outcomes. We will have an exhibitor space where some of the most innovative and sustainable solution providers can share their offerings. 

Outcome:         By merging the two conferences we will create a dynamic synergy for discussion of issues and  possible sustainable solutions. The conference will be both regional and national in scope. It will be innovative, creative and interactive. It  will focus on energy and emissions reductions issues, improving air quality,  sustainable chemical manufacture and product and consumer safety, land cleanup and revitalization, protection of water sources both surface and ground based, discussions on the future of environmentalism and the need to enhance the focus on under served communities and finally exploring ways to build and enhance existing and new State and Tribal partnerships.
